To Egypt with Jivanjili in 2011

Below are the details for the trip – costs and itinerary:

Please remember that this journey IS NOT for tourism, but is a journey where we will be offered a meeting with ourselves in the ancient elements.

Part 1, 22 January – 3 February:  Dahab,Sinai Desert-Cairo

Cost:  € 700 including accommodation and breakfast in Dahab; accommodation only in Cairo; transportation; the King’s Chamber; day trips

Not including:  donation for Jivanjili, meals, tips (€80 approx), entrance fees 

We will fly to Sharm el Sheikh on Saturday 22 January and Jivanjili’s flight will arrive at 23.00h. It is wished that everyone be in the airport then so that we can all transfer to the bus to drive the 90km to Dahab.  Please bear this in mind when organizing your travel.

We will stay 5 days in Dahab and from here we will discover the Sinai Desert, Mount Sinai and Saint Katherine’s Monastery, as well as the underwater aquatic life in the gulf of Aqaba.

Dahab has many restaurants and the food is very nice.

On 28 January we will travel from Dahab to Gizeh. We already have a booking for 30 January to spend time in the King´s Chamber in the Great Pyramid of Cheops. This reservation is exclusively for us and a deep meditation in the King's Chamber is the experience of a lifetime………

From 28 January till 3 of February we will stay in apartments (Ashraf’s) close to the Pyramids of Gizeh. During our stay there, we will go into the desert to the Valley of the Whales and we sleep one night in the open.

On 2 February we are back in Gizeh and those that are not taking part in the last week of the trip can leave the group here. Transportation to the airport on 3 February can be arranged if you want.

Part 2, 3-12 February:  the Western Desert

Cost: € 650 including accommodation, transportation, day trips and most of the meals

Not including: tips € 70 (approx)
During the last part of the trip we will honor the Western Desert and the Egyptian Great Sand Sea in all its vastness and beauty. We will travel by bus, jeep, donkey and camel. There will also be one or more of the spring wells on the program.

11 February we are back in Cairo and we fly back home on the 12th. 
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Costs:

The cost is based on 20 participants. We are now with 15, but I expect some more registrations. If we have less than 20, we might have to raise the price a bit, but we should know this sometime within the next two months.

You can sign up for the trip by sending an email to tapasia@live.nl.   Once your email has been received, you will be sent a reservation code, together with bank details for the transfer of the deposit for the trip (EUR 200).  Your reservation will be confirmed only on receipt of the deposit.  The deposit is non-refundable.

We will need to have your second payment of EUR 200 before 1 September and we will probably need the final payment and the donation for Jivanjili one month before we leave. 

The money for tips will be taken in cash, on the spot, in Egypt.

Cancellation costs:

· Before 1 September EUR 200

· Between 1 September and 22 December EUR 400
